The Executive Secretariat for Integral Development

(SEDI, for its name in Spanish) launched Capacinet, a

project of online training in democracy and governabil-
ity that is financed by the Canada Government through

During June and July the YABT organized seven
workshops through the Nex Links Project along
Latin America and the Caribbean training more
than 180 young entrepreneursn two months in
seven different countriesIn many cases, the par-
ticipants agreed to replicate the methodology and
teach more entrepreneurs, thus expanding the
training trough the hemisphere.

The work-
shops use the Business Labs methodology, an in-
tensive handson course which uses the learning
by doing methodology.
